Summer Crisis Program
Begins July 1st

The Summer Crisis Prograradministered by the Community Action Council of
Portage County, Inc. (CAC), will begin July 1st and will continue through August 31st,
or until funds are exhausted.

The program will be able to provide assistance on electric bills up to a maximum
of $175 for eligible household#\gain this year due to limited funding, CAC will not be
able to provide air conditioners..

To be eligible, households gross income must be at or below 200% of the federal
poverty guidelines, be over age 60, or be able to provide documentation from a physiciar
that electric service is essential for the health of a household member. This documentatio
must be on a doctor's letterhead or prescription sheet.

TheSummer Crisis Programs not an emergency program. Individuals and families
need to be aware that making an appointment will not avoid a disconnection of electric
service.

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Family & Community Services, Inc. has partnered with Portage County Children’s
Services to bring the Guardians Raising and Nurturing Dependents (GRAND) Kinship
Navigator Program to residents of the county. This new program is available to those
that are caring for children in their home that are not their biological children, i.e. a
grandparent raising a grandchild. The program is part of a collaborative grant with
seven other counties in Ohio. The program will operate for three years and during tha
time data will be collected demonstrating the need for new legislation supporting the
program.

Families in these situations can contact the Kinship Navigator Program to locate
services that may be available to them including enancial, legal, child-care assistance
and medical coverage; to receive an advocate who will provide advocacy and support
and/or to attend the monthly support group meeting (GRAND) held every third Monday
at 6:30 p.m. In addition, some families may qualify for the Kinship Permanency Incentive
(KPI) funding that can help them offset the costs they incur while taking in a relative
child into their home.

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Did You Know...
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Fair Housing Rights for the Disabled

Fair Housing Laws provide additional rights for people with disabilities including “reasonable modiecations” and

“reasonable accommodations” needed to enjoy their home.
Examples of Modiscations May Include:

«Building a ramp over or next to a staircase.

eInstalling grab bars in the shower.

eInstalling eashing door bells and smoke detectors for Deaf and/or Hard of Hearing tenants.

Examples of Accommodations May Include:

*Providing a designated parking space close to the entrance to the unit.
*Permitting a service or companion animal in a unit with a “no pet” policy at no additional charge to the tenant.
*Providing a sign language interpreter for a potential tenant who is deaf to view available units and discuss the tern

of the lease.

An accommodation or modiecation may be necessary before moving in, while living in the house or apartment, or

prevent eviction or foreclosure.

In addition to disability, Fair Housing law also addresses many other bases of discrimination, including race, color, s

national origin, family status, religion, and military status. If you be
